This month I thought Iôd share my pastorôs narrative report for charge confer-
ence.  Have a very Merry Christmas and Blessed 2009! 
 
As Saegertown U.M. Church looks at past congregational goals for ministry it is 
praising God for a goal that has been over two decades in the making.  A com-
mitment to establish a youth program has occurred with the hiring of a full-time 
Director of Student Ministries.  Jacob Ongley has begun his ministry by perform-
ing the groundwork necessary in making sure children and youth are welcome at 
SUMC.  He is helping lead the cooperative youth ministry, connecting with the 
Sunday School program, relating to many students at the Saegertown schools 
(especially with the Youth Vision program) and helping with the community Youth 
for Christ youth group.   
 
A wonderful new success story in outreach was ñTrick or Trunkò in which many 
laity came to the church parking lot and reached out to over 400 children alone 
by giving treats during the Saegertown community trick or treat night.

Just in the last month we hosted a childrenôs pajama party with Veggie 
Tales and held the ñFireproof Your Marriageò seminar in which couples from far 
away as Geneva, Ohio, came to think about ways to strengthen their marriages.  
Through our relationships with the general manager at Meadville at the Movies, 
we were able to have the movie ñFireproofò shown during its opening weekend, 
one of the very few places in Western Pennsylvania to do so. 
 
What a joy it was to have the East German Conference Brass Band here.  Indi-
viduals and families opened their homes for not one, but two nights, on their tour 
here in our Conference and the blessings received were phenomenal!!

Another outreach ministry that has quickly become a tradition is getting some U.M. 
churches in the area to take turns hosting the Baby Changing Station at the Crawford 
County fair.  This ministry continues to grow and was helpful to approximately 450 
families this year. 
 
Goals for 2009 are listed elsewhere in the charge conference paperwork but one ex-
citing thing I believe to be important is that two different weeks of Vacation Bible 
School, one in the mornings and one in the evenings, are being planned by two differ-
ent leadership teams.                             
 
Pastoral activities Iôve been apart of the past year are preaching with an emphasis on 
the Ten Commandments, and teaching about how they can help strengthen families, 
how we need them to see that Jesus is the fulfillment of the law, and just how much 
we need Jesusô love and grace.  The sacrament of communion is being celebrated 
monthly, the sacramental blessing of performing baptisms of infants and adults have 
been witnessed, confirmation classes has been taught by Pastor Joe, new adult mem-
bers have been received, visitors are coming every Sunday, weddings ceremonies 
where men and women as couples are sharing their vows of faith, love and commit-
ment are being performed, and memorial services of death and resurrection have oc-
curred.  A ministry need that unfortunately has been on the increase at SUMC is min-
istering to families who have a family member diagnosed with Alzheimerôs disease.  
This has been something Iôve been studying much about, both the disease and how to 
minister to families in the transition stages of it.  It is a heart-breaking ministry.  The 
congregation has really been able to show the love of Christ to the families struggling 
with this.  
 
The Wednesday Night Live is now in its second year.  It is a time of dinner, fellowship, 
Christian education, and singing.  Iôm teaching the children of the church the love of 
Jesus through song.  The children have called themselves; Godôs Possibilities, and 20 
are practicing each week and singing during the different worship times.  Iôm not the 
most gifted one musically to do this, but Iôm truly glad this is helping multiple small 
groups meet throughout the church building as we sing in the sanctuary. 
 
This year Iôve completed a three-year continuing education program called The Pas-
torôs Academy on Stewardship, and Iôm trying to use many of the things Iôve learned to 
help teach the congregation the importance of being a steward.  In 2009, part of my 
time of education will be attending the Alban Instituteôs seminar New Vision for the 
Long Pastorate.  Also, as chairperson of the board at Wesley Woods, Iôve been part of 
budgeting, goal setting, and planning for the future of the camp following its final pool 
payment in the coming year.
